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Abstract

The aim of our paper is to discuss the significance of particle schools of Karcag and
Kistjszallas in 18—19" century education history. Greater Cumania, the region that both
towns are within, was almost 100% Calvinist since the Reformation, therefore, examining
the influence of Calvinism on the region’s education is crucial. Our purpose is to introduce
the schoolmaster’s office, the financial basis, and circumstances of going to Western
European universities in the 18-19™ centuries, since the schoolmasters of these two towns
have not been investigated yet. Our research is based on primary (archival) sources, mainly
Hungarian Reformed districtual, diocesan, and congregational documents, canonical
visitation records, and protocols. Our paper also provides a detailed prosopography
database of the schoolmasters of Karcag and Kistjszallas.

1. Introduction, aims, and questions

The particle school of Karcag, alongside with the school of Kisujszallas,
had a crucial role in the Greater Cumanian education system in the King-
dom of Hungary. Since Kunmadaras, Kunhegyes, Kunszentmarton, and
Turkeve, the other towns in the region, did not have proper circumstances
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to teach classes on higher level, Karcag and Kistjszallas, particle schools?
of the Calvinist College of Debrecen, became the centre of Greater
Cumanian Calvinist education. Greater Cumania was an almost 100%
Calvinist region since the Reformation, therefore, examining the influence
of Calvinism on the region’s education is essential. Earlier, we did research
on Greater Cumanian students,® and praeceptors* in the Calvinist College
of Debrecen, and we have planned to examine the schoolmasters, leaders
of the particle schools, because they have not been investigated yet.

Since the school of Karcag, and Kisujszallas has plenty of similarities in
structure, wealth, and significance, we considered it logical to examine
these two institutions simultaneously. At the beginning of our research, we
proposed two questions, if the schoolmaster’s salary was sufficient for a
Western European peregrination and whether peregrination was popular
among schoolmasters of Karcag, and Kisujszallas. The aim of our paper is
to introduce the schoolmaster’s office, the schoolmaster’s annual salary,
the financial basis, and circumstances of going to Western European
universities in the 18—19" centuries, and an analysis of schoolmasters’ data.
We also publish the prosopography database of the schoolmasters of
Karcag and Kistjszallas at the end of the paper.

2. Methods®

Our research is based on primary (archival) sources. As a first step, we
processed the list of schoolmasters of both Karcag® and Kistjszallas.” After
creating a list of them, we examined the student records of the Reformed
College of Debrecen, the protocols of the Transtibiscan Reformed Church
District, canonical visitation records, and protocols found in the archives
of the Reformed Church of Karcag, and Kistjszéallas, besides other
districtual, diocesan, and congregational documents. We also utilised the
printed database of the Transtibiscan Reformed Church District Archives,®
and the written collections of Janos Bakoczi,® and Janos Dem;jén®® that
complement or specify our database. We did our analyses on the data
collected from these records by a previously used method, detailed in the
prosopography section. As a result of an extensive research, a database, that
contains the biographical data of 67 and 53 schoolmasters, has been
compiled. After the analyses, we have made our tables and figures, and
finally, discussed the results of our research.
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3. General overview: the schoolmaster’s office

The religious and educational symbiosis among the Calvinist College of
Debrecen and its particle schools was fundamental for each participant till
1850, since these institutions educated new student generations, who
continued their studies at the College.'! The particle schools, however, also
provided an excellent financial opportunity for college students. The
institutions that could provide sufficient salary for their schoolmasters were
named academia promotio places since they could earn a satisfactory
amount of money during their service to continue their studies at a Western
European university.*2

The schoolmaster’s character had to be immaculate, and he must have
been appointed by the professors at the College. The students, who applied
to serve as a schoolmaster, often left the College for two or three years, and
after accomplishing their service, they returned to continue their studies.®®
This system was advantageous for both the College with its students, and
the particle schools maintained by local parishes, since college students
could earn a sufficient income to fund their Western European
peregrination or College tuition fee, and local parishes got an educated
schoolmaster who could occasionally assist to the pastor’s work.* The
college students’ appointed services were recorded between 1767 and
1813.%° The analysis of this database can give a proper image of the serving
schoolmasters in this period. During these 47 years, college professors
accepted the application of 3511 students to be a schoolmaster, that is
approximately 75 students per year. However, Istvan Racz emphasizes that
the length of a service is at least two years, so the annual number of serving
students must be doubled in our calculation (150). In this period, the
average number of students in the College is 500 that means one third of
the students served as a schoolmaster.®

The particle school of Karcag, alongside with the school of Kistjszallas,
had a crucial role in the education system. Both schools functioned as
particle schools of the Reformed College of Debrecen with sufficient
circumstances to teach and maintain all of the eight classes: the collector,
lector, declinist, conjugist, etymologist, syntaxist, poeta and logicus
classes.!” They were academia promotio institutions which meant that the
local parishes could pay high salary to the schoolmasters. The school of
Karcag and Kistjszallas were both founded about the turn of the 17" and
18" centuries, the former in 1676, the latter in 1717 when their maintaining
parishes asked the Calvinist College of Debrecen for a schoolmaster. Until
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1850, the implementation of the Austrian educational reform named Orga-
nisations-Entwurf in Hungary, college students consecutively followed
each other to serve in Karcag or Kisujszallas. The schoolmaster was always
a togate®® theology college student from Debrecen who served for two or
three years for salary.® After accomplishing his service, the former school-
master could travel to Western Europe to continue his studies on a univer-
sity, or he could be elected as a pastor in a vacant congregation. On one
hand, the management of the particle school’s inspection, administration,
education, and discipline were the schoolmaster’s responsibility; on the
other hand, he was supervised by the pastor and the presbytery. Before
inaugurating a new schoolmaster, the student had to make an oath to keep
the College Laws in office, be obedient to the local presbytery, and be
clement in the respect of corporal discipline. If a schoolmaster had broken
his oath, he would have been immediately dismissed from the particle
school.?°

4. The schoolmaster’s annual salary

It is stated above that college students generally became schoolmasters to
finance their studies abroad. In this section, we make an attempt to re-
construct a schoolmaster’s annual salary that consists of both financial and
material income. In the case of financial income, we converted all items to
Conventional Forint?! for the sake of comparability. In the case of material
income, we estimated an approximate value of the goods that a school-
master obtained with the help of contemporary price lists.?? In the table
below, we have decided to leave the original Hungarian measurements,
since plenty of them are untranslatable. To make these measurements
understandable, we converted them into SI measures with explanation in
the footnotes. We also marked some items (Wheat from children and
Tuition fee) with an asterisk (*) since the students at particle schools often
could not pay their tuition fees and became debtors.?® In these cases, we
halved the monetary value of the items at the calculation of the school-
master’s total income (*TOTAL is an ideal sum of money, TOTAL (corr.)
is a more realistic one).

According to the Canonical visitation of 1792, a schoolmaster’s financial
income consisted of a basic amount of salary, substitutional money for
spices and coquia, salary for assisting at funerals, and tuition fee from
every student at school. As for the material salary, he received a great pro-
portion of wheat and barley both from the congregation and the students.
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The schoolmaster also obtained reed and firewood for heating, tallow for
candles, and meat with the same amount of salt in order to conservate it.
The presbytery also provided him 4 (Karcag) or 3 (Kisujszallas) kobol®®
field to grow wheat and barley. The result of our calculations for a
schoolmaster’s salary is approx. 656,93 Rft in Karcag and 597,73 Rft in
Kisujszallas. It means that with two or three years of service, a school-
master could earn 1200-1800 Rft wealth which was a great financial basis
for their Western European peregrination.

5. Peregrinatio Academica — Price and circumstances of
visiting western european universities

Being a protestant schoolmaster in the Kingdom of Hungary was an inter-
nal stage for a student who intended to study at a university abroad. Before
his service, a student must have accomplished his elementary, and then
higher studies in one of the particle schools. When a student earned his
testimony in subsidiary school, he could go to the Calvinist College of Deb-
recen by accepting the College Laws with his subscription and becoming a
togate student.

When a student had an ambition to study at a university, he should have
had sufficient wealth to visit institutions abroad, since there were no
protestant universities in the Kingdom of Hungary in the 18" century. In
order to earn money, a student had the opportunity to serve as a
schoolmaster in one of the College’s particle schools for salary which could
be spent on his peregrination. The most popular destinations were the
protestant universities in the Netherlands (Leiden, Franeker, Groningen,
Utrecht), Switzerland (Genf, Bern, Basel) or German-speaking states (Jena,
Heidelberg, Gottingen) where students could study at the faculties of
philosophy, law, medicine, or theology.*® Hungarian students studied in a
great number at University of Jena and University of Franeker, since they
were the cheapest, or the most traditional institutions visited by Hungarians
in Europe®” as Figure 1. shows.

The aim of the students was to broaden their knowledge by studying about
the latest inventions and scientific results from acknowledged professors
and inventors. However, many of the students had financial difficulties, and
visiting a university would have been impossible without serving as a
schoolmaster for two or three years.

Travelling from Hungary to a Western European university was also
time- and money-consuming. A student could have travelled the 800-2000
km long journey by foot, water, or stagecoach. By travelling the latter, it
took one approx. two months to arrive at the destination, but if a student
could afford extra post, he would be transported in half of that time (e. g.
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Ezsaias Budai travelled to Géttingen for 160 Rft via extra post).® Foreign
students also had to find accommaodation in the same town as the university,
and they should have thought about dining for every day. Studying at
university includes more expenses: every student must have paid for each
lecture (5,5-16,5 Rft), and if one did not speak the language of the lectures,
he should have taken language courses as well.3® Of course, for the extreme
extent of expenses, peregrinate students generally left university after half,
one, or two years and only a few achieved doctorate abroad (from the
beginning to 1850, only 19 college students got their doctoral degree).*°
The students who left university were not wasting their money: they were
also been recognised after coming home, because studying at a university
was also prestigious.

6. Data analysis — The schoolmasters of Karcag and
Kisujszallas

As a result of our research, we listed 120 schoolmasters of Karcag, and
Kistjszallas: 67 students served in the former, 53 in the latter. In several
aspects, the investigated students are similar. They all subscribed in and
went to the Calvinist College of Debrecen, are Calvinist, and with one
exception, are Hungarian. The schoolmasters’ approximate age of
subscription is 16,38 which is similar to the College’s students’ average
age. As for the social background, we have found data that shows a
student’s father’s status. The greatest proportion, 25 people (52,1%) was a
son of a commoner, this is followed by the children of pastors (14 people,
29,2%), and finally, the sons of noblemen (5 people, 10,4%); 8,3% of the
schoolmasters were citizens.

The examined schoolmasters served at least once; however, some of
them were in service twice, or even three times. Since both Karcag and
Kistjszallas were academia promotio institutions, the greatest proportion
were only served as a schoolmaster once (103 people, 85,8%), 16 people
served twice (13,3%), and only one person took service three times (0,9%).
When examining the length of the schoolmaster’s service, it is observed
that in Karcag, it is more frequent that college students spend only two
years with being schoolmaster, whereas in Kisujszallas, the number of 2-
year-schoolmasters and 3-year schoolmasters are nearly equal, and this is
the reason why education might have been more effective in Kisujszallas.

52 out of 120 students who served as schoolmasters of Karcag, and Kistj-
szallas visited at least one Western European university. The examined
students visited Swiss (Basel, Bern, Genf, Ziirich), German (Berlin, Erlan-
gen, Gottingen, Heidelberg, Jena, Frankfurt an der Oder), Dutch (Franeker,
Groningen, Utrecht), and Austrian (Wien) universities. (Figure 4.) The
most popular destinations among students were the Swiss (17) and German
(18) institutions, probably because they were the nearest universities that
could be approached, which are followed by Dutch (12) and Austrian (5)

universities. (Figure 5.)

Individually, the most students went to Basel (8), Gottingen (7), and
Utrecht (6) to study abroad. Since the schoolmasters mostly studied theo-
logy, they sought opportunities to be pastors after they came back to Hun-
gary. We collected data about the occupation of 83 out of 120 school-
masters. More than half of the students later became a pastor (59 people,
71,1%) who are followed by schoolmasters who had a secular occupation
(18 people, 21,7%), and students, who became teachers or College profes-
sors (6 people, 7,2%). It is visible that the most popular choice was the pastor
occupation after peregrination, which is followed by secular services.

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7. Conclusion

The particle school of Karcag, alongside with the school of Kisujszallas,
had a crucial role in the Greater Cumanian education system, since these
two schools in the region that were satisfactory to teach on a higher level,
so they became the centre of Greater Cumanian Calvinist education. The
school of Karcag, and Kisujszallas is similar in structure, wealth, and
significance, and they must be examined simultaneously. The aim of our
paper was to introduce the schoolmaster’s office, the schoolmaster’s annual
salary, the financial basis, and circumstances of going to Western European
universities in the 18—19" centuries, and an analysis of schoolmasters’ data.
The most important part of our paper is the prosopography database of the
schoolmasters of Karcag and Kisujszallas at the end of the study.

At the beginning of our paper, we proposed two questions. Our first
question was if the schoolmaster’s salary was sufficient for a Western
European peregrination. Even though a schoolmaster earned sufficient
income of 1200-1800 Rft for 2 or 3 years, it is clear, that it was not
satisfactory for a student to achieve his doctoral degree abroad: they only
studied at a foreign university for 1 or 2 years maximum. Our second
question was whether peregrination was popular among schoolmasters of
Karcag, and Kisujszallas. 43% of the investigated schoolmasters went to at
least one Western European university, which is a great result, even if they
went out for only a couple months or years, because there is one crucial
aspect of visiting foreign universities: 18-19™ century protestant
peregrination was a great help for the Kingdom of Hungary in respect of
spreading science and for Hungarian college professors who wanted to be
up to date in scientific development. We must emphasize that peregrination
is a complex and difficult research topic, even if we examine only two
town’s schoolmasters. In the future, we are planning to investigate the
schoolmasters of Kunmadaras, Kunhegyes and Turkeve, the other towns of
Greater Cumania to complete the research of schoolmasters’ mobility and
peregrination regarding this region.

Coquia meant a free service provided by the wives of the town. They often cooked for
the schoolmaster, then it was substituted with money.

In 1788, the school of Karcag approx. had 450 students. (Elek—Patko, Iskoldnk
torténete. 27.) Every student owed the schoolmaster % véka. 1 véka = 23,28 kg wheat.
The price of 1 véka wheat was 1,72 Rft in 1791. (Elek, ‘ Arak Karcagon’, 255.; Bogdan,
Magyarorszdagi, 615.)

The schoolmaster received money for assisting at funerals. If the schoolmaster sang at
funeral, he got 6 Xr, if he preached, he got 12 Xr. In Karcag, there were 84 singing-,
and 90 preaching-funeral in 1792. In Kisujszallas, there were 51 singing-, and 48
preaching-funeral in 1792.

In 1788, the school of Karcag approx. had 450 students. The amount of tuition fee of
each classes per year: collector 24 dnr, lector 50 dnr, declinista 60 dnr, conjugista 90
dnr, grammatista 120 dnr, syntaxista 160 dnr, poeta 180 dnr, logicus 240 dnr. One
student pays an average tuition fee of 0,96 Rft. Children from less wealthy families did
not often pay their fee. Our suggestion, that the calculated amount of money is to be
halved to receive a more accurate estimation.
